Posters do not require a presentation to be given, but you must be available for quick summary and Q & A time
during an allotted time. Details of posters requirements will be given if accepted.
Abstracts should be between 300 to 600 words in MS Word format.
The abstract must include the following:

1. The paper or posters title

2. Presenters name and title

3. Presenter’s institution

4. Presenters email address

5. No more than 600 words summarising the presentation
All submitted abstracts will be considered. Preference will be given to those that are prepared to submit a full
paper with an oral presentation. If your abstract is chosen to be included in the program, you will be notified
within two weeks of the closing date.
